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| ntroduction:

Thisinstallation requires a professional mechanic!

We recommend that you have access to a factory service manual to assist in the disassembly and
reassembly of your vehicle. It contains awealth of detailed information.

Prior to installation, carefully inspect the vehicle' s steering and driveline systems paying close at-
tention to the tie rod ends, ball joints, wheel bearing preload, pitman and idler arms. Additionally,
check steering-to-frame and suspension-to-frame attaching points for stress cracks. The overall ve-
hicle must be in excellent working condition. Repair or replace all worn or damaged parts!

Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation! Y ou may
save yourself alot of extrawork.

Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete. Separating
parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware with the brackets be-
fore you begin will saveinstallation time.

Check the specia equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.

Secure and properly block vehicle prior to beginning installation.

ALWAYS wear safety glasses when using power tools or working under the vehicle!

Use caution when cutting is required under the vehicle. The factory undercoating is flammable.
Take appropriate precautions. Have a fire extinguisher close at hand.

Foot pound torque readings are listed on the Torque Specifications chart at the end of the instruc-
tions. These are to be used unless specifically directed otherwise. Apply thread lock retaining com-
pound where specified.

Please note that while every effort is made to ensure that the installation of your
Pro Comp lift kit is a positive experience, variations in construction and assembly
in the vehicle manufacturing process will virtually ensure that some parts may
seem difficult to install. Additionally, the current trend in manufacturing of vehi-
clesresultsin a frame that is highly flexible and may shift dlightly on disassembly
prior to installation. The use of pry bars and tapered punches for alignment is con-
sidered normal and usually does not indicate a faulty product. However, if you are
uncertain about some aspect of the installation process, please fedl free to call our
tech support department at the number listed on the cover page.

Front suspension and head light realignment is necessary!

Speedometer and ABS recalibration will be necessary if larger tires (10% more than stock diameter) are in-
stalled.

SOME COMPONENTS ARE HEAVY AND AWKWARD. AN ADDITIONAL SET OF HANDS IS

2. Remove the front tires and wheels and
disconnect the lower sway bar end links
from the differential. Seefigure 1.

3. Disconnect the lower shock mounts. See
figure 2.

4. Disconnect the tie rod ends with a suitable

tool.

5. Remove the clamps from the springs. (if
equipped)
6. Disconnect the track bar from the axle. 8\

7. Lower thejack carefully. Watch the brake
linesfor overextending.
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8. Remove the coil springs and the bump
stops. Label the springs as to which side
they were removed, Left and Right so that
they arereinstalled in the sidein which
they were removed.

9. Remove the bump stop-mounting cup as Figure 3
shown in figure 3. (ZJ & TJonly)

10. If doing a1” lift, remove the factory rub-
ber isolator and replace with new
M02532-BK-01 (1 %) spacers . If doing
al?¥y lift, leave the factory isolators or
replace with part number M03759-BK-01
(3/4” spacers) then add new 1 34" spacers.
If doing a2 %4’ lift, remove the factory
isolators and put 2 of the 1 %" spacers on
one side. Seefigure 4.

11. Reinstall the bump stop-mounting cup.

12. Install the bump stops or the new ones (if
supplied) and reinstall the coil spring in
the same location as removed. See figure

13. Raise the front differential and make sure
that the coil springs arein their saddles
and reconnect the track bar to the axle.

14. Reconnect the lower sway bar end links at
the differential and the tie rod ends.

15. Reconnect the front lower shock mounts
and install the tires and whedls.

17. Torgue al bolts to factory specs and re-
check after 500 miles.

5. Lower therear differentia so that the
springs come loose. Make sure to watch
the brake line, lowering too far could
cause damage.

6. Remove therear coil springs and the
bump stops from the bump stop mounting
cups. Seefigure 3.

7. Remove the bump stop mounting cup. ZJ
& TJonly. Seefigure 4.

8. Install the coil spring spacer onto the up-
per mount and reinstall the bump stop
mounting cup. Seefigure 5.

9. Install the bump stops or the new onesiif
supplied and reinstall the coil spring in
the same location as removed.

10. Raise the rear differential and make sure
that the coil springs arein their saddles.

11. Reconnect the rear track arm and the rear
lower sway bar end links.

12. Reconnect the rear lower shock mounts
and install the tires and wheels.

13. Lower the vehicle to the ground.

14. Torque al bolts to factory specifications
and recheck after 500 miles.
